
Objective:
Futsal at CSL brings the intensity of football to a fast-paced, small-court 
format  perfect for corporate players.

The goal is to encourage teamwork, skill, and healthy competition while 
ensuring safety, respect, and fairness.

Team Composition
• Each team consists of 5 players on field (including the goalkeeper).
• Up to 3 rolling substitutes are allowed per team.
• Minimum 4 players required to start a match.
• Substitutions are rolling — can be made anytime during play (from 

halfway line, after the exiting player leaves).
• Only registered employees or associates of a company are eligible to 

play.
• Once registered, players cannot switch teams or companies 

mid-tournament.

Match Format
• Match duration: 2 halves of 10 minutes each (running clock).
• 1-minute halftime break.
• No injury time except in case of major incident.
• Knockout matches tied at full time go into:
• 3-minute extra time, and if still tied,
• 3 Penalty Shootouts per team.
• Group matches can end in a draw.

Basic Game Rules
• Kick-in replaces throw-in (when the ball crosses touchline).
• No offside rule in futsal.
• The goalkeeper cannot pick up a back pass from a teammate.
• Slide tackles are strictly prohibited.
• The goalkeeper has 4 seconds to release the ball (by hand or foot).
• Goals can be scored only from the attacking half.
• Kick-offs must move the ball forward — cannot be taken backward.
• Free kicks are indirect, unless the foul occurs inside the penalty box.
• Opponents must stay at least 5 feet away during free kicks or kick-ins.

Fouls & Cards
• Fouls that result in free kicks or cards:
• Tripping, pushing, or holding opponents.
• Intentional handball.
• Dangerous play or reckless challenges.
• Verbal abuse or dissent toward referees.
• Slide tackling or obstruction.
• Card System:

Yellow Card: Warning for misconduct.

Red Card: Player sent off; team plays with 1 fewer player for 2 minutes or 
until next goal is scored.

Two yellows = automatic red.

Match Reporting & Walkovers
• Teams must report 15 minutes before the scheduled match.
• A delay of 05 minutes will result in walkover to the opponent.
• Teams must be ready for toss and warm-up before kickoff.

Dress Code & Equipment
• All players must wear team jerseys with numbers.
• Shin guards and shoes with rubber soles (no studs or spikes) are 

mandatory.
• Goalkeepers must wear distinct jersey colors.
• The official CSL size-4 futsal ball will be used.

Fair Play & Conduct
• Only captains may approach referees for clarification.
• Arguments, dissent, or rough play will result in disciplinary action.
• Maintain sportsmanship — celebrate respectfully, no mocking or crowd 

taunts.
• Respect match officials, opponents, and volunteers.
• CSL has a zero-tolerance policy toward abusive language or aggression.
• Teams violating conduct rules may lose CSL points or face suspension.

Safety & Medical
• Referees may stop play immediately for injuries.
• Medical & first-aid kits will be available at all venues.
• Players with head injuries or bleeding must be 

substituted immediately.
• Organizers not liable for self-inflicted or negligent 

injuries.
