
Badminton at CSL represents speed, strategy, and sportsmanship.
It’s designed to encourage teamwork, fitness, and friendly competition 
among corporate professionals while maintaining fairness and discipline.

Participation & Team Composition
• Each company can register for Men’s Singles, Women’s Singles, and 

Mixed Doubles categories.
• Each match consists of best of 3 games, played to 21 points (rally point 

system).
• Substitution is not allowed during a live match.
• Every player must represent only one company and category during the 

event.
• All participants must carry valid company ID proof at the venue.

Match Format
• Standard BWF (Badminton World Federation) rules apply, adapted for 

CSL time slots.
• Matches are best of 3 games to 21 points, with rally point scoring (every 

rally counts).
• If both players/teams reach 20–20, the game continues until one leads 

by 2 points (e.g., 22–20).
• The first to reach 30 points wins the game (no extension beyond 30).
• Change of sides after each game, and in the third game when one side 

reaches 11 points.

Match Timing & Reporting
Reporting time: 15 minutes before the scheduled match.
A 10-minute delay beyond schedule may result in a walkover.
Each match is allocated a maximum of 25 minutes in the group stage.
The referee may announce “final 2 rallies” in case of time-limit completion.

Serving & Scoring
Singles: Serve from the right service court when the server’s score is even, 
and left when odd.
• Doubles: Only one service turn per side per rally rotation.
• The shuttle must be struck below the server’s waist during serve.

Service faults include:
• Shuttle not crossing net
• Shuttle landing outside boundary
• Feet movement during serve
• Points are awarded on every rally, regardless of who served.

Fouls & Violations
• Touching the net with racket or body.
• Hitting shuttle twice in one rally.
• Shuttle contacting ceiling, side walls, or outside court lines.
• Obstructing or distracting the opponent intentionally.
• Unsporting conduct or verbal abuse toward officials or players.
• Failure to report for a match in time.

Equipment & Dress Code
• Only non-marking badminton shoes are allowed.
• Players must wear CSL-approved or company jerseys.
• Use only standard feather or synthetic shuttlecocks provided by the 

organizers.
• Personal racquets must be in good playing condition.

CSL Point System
• Match Win: 2 CSL points.
• Draw : 1 CSL Points.
• Loss L : 0 CSL Points.
• All points are added to the CSL Corporate Leaderboard.

Fair Play & Conduct
• Respect your opponents and the referee’s decisions — no arguments during 

play.
• Only captains or designated representatives may raise official protests 

post-match.
• Encouragement and team spirit are welcome, but disruptive cheering or 

crowd interference is prohibited.
